1. The Bidder shall fulfill following conditions

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA 

a. Applicant should be Indian Citizen.

h. MULTIPLE DISTRIBUTORSHIP NORM (RELATIONSHIP CLAUSE) Multiple Dealer / Distributorship norms means that none of the individuals would be entitled to a new dealership / distributorship if any other individual in a ‘family unit’ already holds a dealership/distributorship or LOI for a dealership/ distributorship of a PSU oil company i.e. Only one Retail Outlet / SKO-LDO dealership / LPG distributorship of PSU oil company will be allowed to a ‘family unit’. 

a. l. Not to be a Signatory to agreement of a distributorship/dealership agreement, terminated on account of proven cases of malpractice/adulteration of any oil company or not having resigned from Sole Proprietorship distributorship/dealership of any PSU Oil Company in order to transfer the distributorship/dealership in favour of any of his/her family member(s) as defined in the dealer/distributor selection guidelines.
m. If any person is allotted the distributorship by giving wrong information or by suppression of information, it will be cancelled.
